Set steering to straight.
Raise vehicle.
Remove rear wheel from the applicable side being replaced. (Figure 1)

4. Locate and disconnect the air spring’s air line connection to relieve stress from the suspension. (Figure 2)

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5. Inthe rear cargo area, remove all applicable trim panels to gain access to the upper shock mounting
fasteners. Reference manufacturer’s instructions For removal of interior paneling. (Figures 3, 4)

6. With the trim panels removed, lift the insulation to gain access to the top mount nuts. Loosen and
remove. (Figures 5, 6)
